Folding the Fastfold fabric seat and fitting the carrycot adaptors

The Fastfold carrycot is supplied with adaptors V to fit the Fastfold frame. These adaptors are also used to fit the
Max-cosi Cabriofix* carseat (sold seperately). In order to fit the adaptors, the Fastfold seat will need to be unclipped
and rolled up into the roll bag supplied W

Firstly, remove the hood (see Fastfold instructions 10), then remove seat by depressing each of the spring buttons X
then pull the front of the seat away from the frame. It will help if levers E & F are released at this point so the frame is

in a semi folded state.(section 2) Unfasten the 2 straps Y which hold the seat to the frame.

Hook the roll bag over the handlebars behind the seat then fold the seat up tightly and put into the roll bag.
Slide the adaptors V onto the open ends of the seat tube, ensuring the red release buttons are facing outwards. The
adaptors will click into their correct position.

By depressing the red release button, the adaptors V can be either rotated downwards in order to fold
the frame, or simply removed.

Fitting the car seat

Locate the car seat onto the adaptors as shown, then push down until a “click” is heard.

WARNING: Check the car seat attachment devices are correctly engaged before use.

To remove car seat, depress the two silver buttons X on the top surface of the car seat and lift free of the frame.

Always remove child from the stroller before ascending or descending stairs or escalators.

Always lift the front wheel over kerbs and steps, as repeated impact may cause damage

Clean the frame with warm water, pay particular attention to washing away any sand or mud from
sliding parts of frame.

Never use srong detergent or solvents

Always allow seat and raincover to dry before folding

Clean the seat, hood and raincover with a damp cloth - do not use strong deetergents or solvents

Operating Instructions

FastFold

1 Preparing the stroller for use: Please refer to the illustrations.
Once out of the box, remove the two protectors from the end of the rear axle and discard.
Attach the rear wheels by sliding them onto the rear axle as shown A. Press the wire clip B towards the centre of the wheel
to allow the wheel to fully engage. Check the wheel is firmly connected.

2 To open the stroller
With the stroller standing upright, Lift the fold lock C to disengage it from bar D. Push down on handle E until it clicks in
place with bar D

3 Tofold the stroller
If open, fold the canopy R and remove the raincover. If locked, release the front wheel swivel locks S
Press down lever F, then at the same time lift handle E. Then depress the lever marked “Press” These actions will
disengage the safety locks.
Pull up handle E in a swift movement to fold. (Tip - pulling the stroller in a backward direction will orientate the front
wheels easing the folding action)
The fold lock C will automatically engage with bar D. Note - When the Winter Warmer is used in the seat, a small squeeze
on the seat tubes will help to engage the fold lock.

4 Adjusting the Handlebar
Loosen the 2 bolts on the handlebar clamps G, using allen key supplied (located on canopy brackets H). Adjust to required
position and tighten bolts.

5 To operate the brake
To engage brake — with foot push down pedal | until click is heard. Ensure both wheels are properly locked by rocking the
stroller back and forth with the pedal engaged. To release the brake, lift pedal | with the foot.

6  Toadjust the recline of the seat back
To raise the seat back into an upright position, pull strap J firmly in a downward movement.
To lower the seat into a sleeping position, pull strap J firmly in an upward movement.
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To operate and adjust the harness

To release the harness, depress the button in the middle of buckle K

To fasten the hamess, slide both fasteners L into the buckle until a “click” is heard.

To adjust the length of the waist straps, press button N and slide adjuster M to the required length

To adjust the length of the shoulder straps, slide adjuster O to the required length

The shoulder and waist strap should fit your child snugly

Additional D rings P are included for the attachment of a separate hamess which must conform to BS 6684

To adjust the headrest
Lift flap Q and slide headrest down for a small child

To operate the front wheel swivel locks

To engage the swivel locks, push the stroller forwards to align the front wheels, then simply push down on
wheel lock S until it clicks in place.

To disengage locks, lift wheel lock S.

Adjustment and removal of hood
To tension the hood press down on the centre of hood stretcher R. Lift the centre of hood stretcher R to fold.
See Section 10 to remove hood

Fitting the raincover
Loop the 2 elasticated straps T around the handlebar and attach the 2 velcro straps U around the frame.
